2-1 Introduction to Shanghai Museum 
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As a museum of ancient Chinese art, Shanghai Museum possesses a collection of 120,000 precious works of art. Its rich and high-quality collection of ancient Chinese bronze, ceramics, painting and calligraphy is specially celebrated in the world. Founded and first open to the public in the building previously of the horseracing club at 325 West Nanjing Road in 1952 and then moved into the former Zhonghui Building at 16 South Henan Road in 1959, the museum developed very quickly in aspects of acquisition, conservation, research, exhibition, education and cultural exchanges with other institutes. In 1992, the Shanghai municipal government allocated to the Museum a piece of land at the very center of the city, the People's Square, as its new site. The whole construction took three years, from August 1993 to its inauguration on October 12th, 1996. The 29.5 meters high new building has a construction space of 39,200 square meters. Its unique architectural form of a round top with a square base, symbolizing the ancient Chinese philosophy that the square earth is under the round sky, is a distinguished architectural combination of traditional feature and modern spirit. The present Shanghai Museum has eleven galleries and three special temporary exhibition halls. It extends warm welcome to the visitors from all over the world.

2-2 Introduction to Yu Yuan
On any Shanghai tour itinerary, the picturesque Yu Yuan (Note: in Chinese, “Yuan” means Garden, therefore, someone simply call it as Yu Garden, or Yu Yuan) is right up there with the bund in terms of popularity. With its ancient Chinese motif, scores of gift and antique shops and ornate spans arching over cascading streams, the garden is a natural tourist magnet, attracting great volumes of local and oversea tourists every day. Yu Garden area is also frequented by heads of state in the world, for example, Britain’s Queen Elizabeth and US former President Clinton have both visited the bustling area during their visit in Shanghai.
   Shanghai Yu Yuan is the most famous garden in Shanghai. It is located in the heart of Shanghai's Old City, one of the few existent old tourist places in Shanghai. Close to the gardens is Shanghai's bazaar, a great number of small streets and lanes where vendors sell their products and food stuffs to the tourists and local people. It is called garden "Yu Yuan" - because "Yu" in Chinese means "peace, safe and health"-- a place of peace and comfort in the heart of busy Shanghai. It can be dated back to the stage of Emperor Wanli in the Ming Dynasty (1559-1577). 

In the past over 400 years, Yu Yuan was restored and reopened several times. Although later the garden was renovated by the local rich people, several civil wars in the mid-19th century caused huge damage. In 1956, the city government rebuilt the garden and recovered its elegance and beauty as in the old days. Yu Yuan was at last reopened to the public in 1961. The government declared it a national monument in 1982. Now Yu Yuan attracts a huge number of visitors at home and abroad each year.
